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ABSTRACT

The objective of research on Problem of the Immigration Law of Thailand
under the legal framework of ASEAN Community was to study about derivation, idea
and principle about Establishment of ASEAN Community, including theory and
development of Immigration Act B.E. 2522 under the context of ASEAN Community.
The establishment of an ASEAN Community by 2015 was henceforth operate under
the legal framework to boost its community-building process and the 10 ASEAN
Member States had obligations following the legal framework that ASEAN was
prescribed. Thailand, which is a member of the Association of South East Asian
Nations (ASEAN), has signed the Mutual Recognition Arrangements (MRAs) and ASEAN
Agreement on the Movement of Natural Persons (MNP). There are obligations under
the MRAs and MNP, so the Immigration Act B.E. 2522 must require correcting or
update its provisions for providing the appropriate support of skilled workers mobility
and individual in accordance with the legal framework of ASEAN.

The study found that the provisions of Immigration Act B.E. 2522 are not
conform to the legal framework of ASEAN Community on free movement of skilled
workers and free flow of services in ASEAN, especially, the provision of periods of
time which worker is authorized to stay in Thailand and fixing immigration quotas.
For examples, aliens entering into Thailand for a temporary stay may enter for
business authorized to stay not exceeding one year, or the minister shall have power
to publish in the Government Gazette for immigration quotas from year to year (not
exceeding 100 persons per year from each country and not exceeding 50 persons
who have no nationality). These immigration laws are obstacle to the movement of
skilled workers and natural persons who enter to Thailand following ASEAN free

market policy, because in a career or business, it may be necessary to stay in



Thailand to work over the time as legal limits. If the immigration law amend in line
with the legal framework of ASEAN Community, it will motivate the skilled workers
for working in Thailand increasable.

The result of this research found out that the legal problem of provisions
about the periods to stay in Thailand and fixing immigration quotas under the
Immigration Act B.E. 2522 are impediments to ASEAN frameworks on free movement
of skilled workers and free flow of services. The researcher has recommended of this
research, as it is therefore desirable to develop immigration law in a relaxed manner
about the immigration and residence of migrant workers in Thailand under the
Immigration Act B.E. 2522 for the skilled workers under the MRAs to enter Thailand
for the duration of the employment contract. We should visa exception for skilled
workers who carry on an occupation in Thailand under the ASEAN free flows skilled
workers framework. Including, skilled workers under the MRAs and individuals under

the MNP are exempt from the declaration of the number of aliens entering Thailand.

(1) No foreigner shall enter the Union of Burma without an immigration permit issued by
the Controller or by any Official authorized to issue such permits or a valid passport duly visaed
or endorsed by or on behalf of the President;

(2) No citizen of the Union of Burma shall enter the Union without a valid Union of
Burma passport, or a certificate in lieu thereof, issued by a competent authority: provided that
this section shall not apply to a person, who, in proceeding from one place in the Union of
Burma to another place in the Union of Burma, traverses in the course of that journey any extra
territorial waters.”

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ASEAN FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT
ON MUTUAL RECOGNITION ARRANGEMENTS

The Governments of Brunei Darussalam, the Republic of Indonesia, the Lao
People's Democratic Republic, Malaysia, the Union of Myanmar, the
Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the Kingdom of
Thailand and the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, Member States of the
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (hereinafter referred to as
"ASEAN");

MINDFUL that in 1992 the ASEAN Heads of Government declared that an
ASEAN Free Trade Area shall be established in the region and that in 1995
they agreed to accelerate its implementation to the year 2003;

NOTING the Agreement on the Common Effective Preferential Tariff
(CEPT) Scheme for the ASEAN Free Trade Area signed on 28 January 1992,
which provides for the border and non-border areas of cooperation to
supplement and complement the liberalisation of trade including, among
others, the harmonisation of standards, reciprocal recognition of tests and
certification of products;

RECALLING that in 1995, the ASEAN Heads of Governments adopted, in
the Bangkok Summit Declaration, the Agenda for Greater Economic
Integration, which includes, among others, the introduction of greater
transparency in standards and conformance, the alignment of national
standards with international standards and undertaking projects to facilitate
mutual recognition arrangements (hereinafter referred to as "MRAs") to
facilitate greater intra-regional trade;

RECOGNISING that MRAs for conformity assessment activities could be
an important means of eliminating Technical Barriers to Trade and
enhancing market access and that such mutual recognition could be of
particular interest to small and medium-sized businesses in ASEAN;



RECOGNISING further that MRAs could contribute positively in
encouraging greater international harmonization of standards and regulations
and that any such MRAs would require confidence in the other Member
States’ capacity and competence to test or assess conformity to a Member
State’s own requirements;

MINDFUL of the different levels of infrastructure for Standards and
Conformity Asscssment and economic development of ASEAN Member
States;

REITERATING their commitments under the World Trade Organization
Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade and noting that the Agreement
encourages Contracting Parties to enter into negotiations for the conclusion
of agreement for the mutual recognition of results of each other's conformity
assessment; and

DESIRING to formulate a framework agreement to decpen and broaden
cooperation on Standards and Conformance in ASEAN and to provide a
basis for developing and implementing MRAs in specific product sectors,
(hereinafter referred to as "Sectoral MRAs"), to facilitate the realization of
the ASEAN Free Trade Area.

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS :

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

1. General terms concerning conformity assessment used in this
Framework Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs shall have the
meaning given in the definitions contained in the Guide 2 (1996
edition) of the International Organization for Standardization (ISO)
and International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) with the
exception of the following terms which shall contain definitions
herein:

"Conformity Assessment’” means systematic examination to
determine the extent to which a product, process or service fulfills
specified requirements;



"Conformity Assessment Body" means a body whose activities and
expertise include performance of all or any stage of the conformity
assessment process except for accreditation;

"Regulatory Authority” means an entity that exercises a legal right to
control the import, use or sale of products within a Member State’s
jurisdiction and may take enforcement action to ensure that products
marketed within its jurisdiction comply with legal requirements.

2. In addition, the following terms and definitions shall apply to this
Framework Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs:

"Designation"” means the authorisation by a Designating Body of a
Conformity Assessment Body to perform conformity assessment
activities as specified under this Framework Agreement and the
relevant Sectoral MRAs;

"Designating Body" means a body appointed by a Member State to a
Sectoral MRA, with responsibility to identify and monitor Conformity
Assessment Bodies as specified under this Framework Agreement and
the relevant Sectoral MRAs.

ARTICLE 2
OBJECTIVES

The objectives of this Framework Agreement are:

a) to stipulate the general principles for developing Sectoral
MRAs amongst Member States and other related cooperative
activities to facilitate elimination of technical barriers to trade
within ASEAN; and

b) to stipulate the general conditions under which each Member
State to a Sectoral MRA shall accept or recognize results of
conformity assessment procedures, produced by the
Conformity Assessment Bodies of the other Member States to
the Sectoral MRA in question in assessing conformity to the
requirements, as specified in the Sectoral MRA.



ARTICLE 3
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Member States to the Sectoral MRAs shall accept or recognize the
conformity assessment results, which have been issued in accordance
with the provisions in the Sectoral MRAs, by the listed Conformity
Assessment Bodies of other Member States to the Sectoral MRAs.

Where sectoral transition arrangements have been specified in the
Sectoral MRAs, the above obligations shall apply following the
successful completion of those transition arrangements.

Member States to the Sectoral MRAs shall ensure that the
Designating Bodies specified in the Sectoral MRAs have the power
and competence in their respective territories to carry out decisions
required of them under this Framework Agreement and the relevant
Sectoral MRAs.

Member States to the Sectoral MRAs shall ensure that the Conformity
Assessment Bodies listed in the Sectoral MRAs fulfill the conditions
of ¢ligibility to assess conformity in relation to requirements as
specified in the Sectoral MRAs, and shall observe the procedures set
out in Article 6 of this Framework Agreement.

Member States shall strengthen and enhance existing cooperation
efforts in confidence building and develop cooperation in areas that
are not covered by existing cooperation arrangements, through inter
alia:

a) harmonization of standards with relevant international
standards, particularly those relevant to the Sectoral
MRAsS;

b) establishing or improving of infrastructure in
calibration, testing, certification and accreditation to
meet relevant international requirements ;

c) actively  participating in relevant arrangements
undertaken by specialist regional and international
bodies;




d) effectively using the existing MRAs developed by
regional and international bodies which majority of
ASEAN Member States are parties to;

€) research and development; and

f) exchange of information and training .

Member States shall identify sectors for developing MRAs based on
the following criteria:

a) with special focus on but not limited to the list of 20
priority product groups identified for harmonization of
standards;

b) the volume of intra-ASEAN trade affected;
c) the existence and extent of technical barriers to trade;

d) the readiness of technical infrastructure in the majority
of Member States, which shall include the existence of
Conformity Assessment Bodies that satisfy the
procedures and criteria stated in Article 6, clause 1; and

€) the interest of the majority of Member States.

All Sectoral MRAs are intended to be multilateral agreements in
which all Member States are encouraged to participate. However,
taking cognizance of paragraph 3 of Article [ of the Framework
Agreement on Enhancing ASEAN Economic Cooperation signed on
28 Japuary 1992 in Singapore, two or more Member States may
proceed first if other Member States are not ready to participate in the
Sectoral MRAs.

All documents issued for the purpose of information exchange,
verification, provision of evidence and other activities arising from
obligations of both the Framework Agreement and Sectoral MRAs, if
not in English, shall be accompanied by certified translated copies in
English.

ARTICLE 4

ELEMENTS OF SECTORAL MRA

A Sectoral MRA shall include:

a)

scope and coverage with respect to products;

a list of the relevant legislative, regulatory and
administrative provisions pertaining to the conformity
assessment procedures and technical regulations for the
specified products and provisions to update other Member
States to the Sectoral MRA on changes;

a list of Designating Bodies;

the procedures and criteria for listing Conformity
Assessment Bodies;

the current list of agreed Conformity Assessment Bodies
and a statement of the scope of the conformity assessment
and relevant procedures for which each has been accepted;

a description of the mutual recognition obligations;

a sectoral transition arrangement that provides for a
specified time period where Member States to a Sectoral
MRA require time to implement legislative or regulatory

changes to effect the Sectoral MRA,;

a list of contact points, who shall not be members of the
relevant Joint Sectoral Committee;

provisions for the establishment of a Joint Sectoral
Committee; and

additional provisions as required.

The Sectoral MRAs may include a statement or arrangement related
to mutual acceptance of the standards or technical regulations or
mutual recognition of the equivalence of such standards or technical
regulations.

ARTICLE 5
JOINT SECTORAL COMMITTEE

For each Sectoral MRA, a Joint Sectoral Committee shall be
established, which shall be responsible for the effective functioning of
that Sectoral MRA. The Joint Sectoral Committee shall comprise one
official representative designated by each Member State to the
Sectoral MRA. The representative shall not be from a Conformity
Assessment Body.

The Joint Sectoral Committee may consider any matter and take
appropriate actions relating to the effective functioning of the Sectoral
MRA. In particular it shall be responsible for:
a) listing, suspension, withdrawal, removal, reinstating and
verification of Conformity Assessment Bodies in
accordance with the Sectoral MRA;

b) amending transition arrangements in the Sectoral MRA;

¢) providing a forum for discussion of issues that may arise
concerning the implementation of the Sectoral MRA; and

d) considering ways to enhance the operation of the Sectoral
MRA.

The Joint Sectoral Committee shall take its decisions by consensus.



ARTICLE 6
LISTING OF CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT BODIES

The following procedures shall apply with regard to the listing of Conformity
Assessment Bodies in a Sectoral MRA:

1.

Each Designating Body specified in a Sectoral MRA shall identify
Conformity Assessment Bodies for listing, in accordance with the
procedures and criteria set forth in that Sectoral MRA and shall apply
one of the following ways to demonstrate technical competence of the
Conformity Assessment Bodies:

a)  accreditation by an accreditation body that is a signatory to a
regional or international MRA, which is conducted in
conformance with the relevant ISO/IEC Guides; or

b)  participation in regional/international mutval recognition
arrangements for testing and certification bodies, which are
conducted in conformance with the relevant ISO/IEC Guides;
or

¢) regular peer evaluations which are conducted in conformance
with the relevant ISO/IEC Guides.

The Designating Body shall ensure that identified Conformity
Assessment Bodies have adequate knowledge of the applicable
technical regulations.

All Designating Bodies relevant to the Sectoral MRAs shall forward
in writing required details of all Conformity Assessment Bodies that
they identified, to the relevant Joint Sectoral Committee and the
ASEAN Secretariat for the Committee members' confirmation or
opposition.

a) Within 60 days following receipt of a Designating Body’s
submission, the members of the Joint Sectoral Committee shall
indicate their position regarding either their confirmation or
their opposition, to the ASEAN Secretariat. No response within
60 days shall be taken as abstention. Upon confirmation, the

inclusion of the proposed Conformity Assessment Body or
Bodies in the list of accepted Conformity Assessment Bodies
shall take effect;

If one or more of the Member States to the Sectoral MRA
requests verification of the technical competence or
compliance of a proposed Conformity Assessment Body, such
request shall be made an objective and reasoned manner in
writing to the ASEAN Secretariat, which shall forward it to the
relevant Joint Sectoral Committee for a decision. The Joint
Sectoral Committee may decide that the body concerned be
more fully verified in accordance with Article 9 of this
Framework Agreement; and

The proposed Conformity Assessment Body shall not be
included in the list of accepted Conformity Assessment Bodies
in the applicable Sectoral MRA until a decision has been made
to include such Conformity Assessment Body.

ARTICLE 7

SUSPENSION OF LISTED CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT BODIES

The following procedures shall apply with regard to the suspension of a
Conformity Assessment Body listed in a Sectoral MRA:

Any Member State to a Sectoral MRA which contests the
technical competence or compliance of a listed Conformity
Assessment Body shall, through its contact point to submit a
proposal to suspend such a Conformity Assessment Body, to
the relevant Joint Sectoral Committee and the ASEAN
Secretariat. Such contestation shall be exercised when justified
in an objective and reasoned manner in writing;

The ASEAN Secretariat shall promptly inform the Conformity
Assessment Body concerned. The Conformity Assessment
Body shall be given an opportunity to present information in

order to refute the contestation or to correct the deficiencics
which form the basis of the contestation;

Any such contestation shall be discussed by the relevant Joint
Sectoral Committee, which may decide to suspend the
Conformity Assessment Body in question;

If the matter has not been resolved by the Joint Sectoral
Committee within 21 days of the notice of contestation, the
Conformity Assessment Body shall be suspended upon the
request of the contesting Member State;

Where the Joint Sectoral Committee decides that verification
of technical competence or compliance is required, such
verification shall be carried out in accordance with Article 9 of
this Framework Agreement;

Upon the suspension of a Conformity Assessment Body listed
in a Sectoral MRA, Member States to the Sectoral MRA are no
longer obligated to accept or recognize the results of
conformity assessment procedures performed by that
Conformity Assessment Body subsequent to suspension.
Member States to the Sectoral MRA shall, subject to Article
11, continue to accept the results of conformity assessment
procedures performed by that Conformity Assessment Body
prior to suspension; and

The suspension shall remain in effect until an agreement has

been reached by Member States to the Sectoral MRA upon the
future status of that Conformity Assessment Body.

ARTICLE 8

REMOVAL OF LISTED CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT BODIES

The following procedures shall apply with regard to the removal of a listed
Conformity Assessment Body from a Sectoral MRA:

A Member State to a Sectoral MRA proposing to remove a
Conformity Assessment Body listed in a Sectoral MRA shall,
through its contact point for the Sectoral MRA, forward its
proposal in an objective and reasoned manner in writing to the
relevant Joint Sectoral Committee and the ASEAN Secretariat;

Such a Conformity Assessment Body shall be promptly notified
by the ASEAN Secretariat and shall be provided a period of at
least 30 days from receipt of the notification to provide
information in order to refute or to correct the deficiencies
which form the basis of the proposed removal;

Within 60 days following receipt of the proposal, the members
of the Joint Sectoral Committee shall indicate their positions
regarding either their confirmation or their opposition to the
ASEAN Secretariat. No response within 60 days shall be taken
as abstention. Upon confirmation, the removal from the Sectoral
MRA of the proposed Conformity Assessment Body or Bodies
shall take effect;

If the Joint Sectoral Committee finds sufficient grounds based
on the evidence submitted, it may decide to carry out a joint
verification of the body concerned. Pending completion of the
joint verification, the Conformity Assessment Body shall not be
removed from the list of Conformity Assessment Bodies in the
applicable Sectoral MRA; and

Subsequent to the removal of a Conformity Assessment Body
listed in a Sectoral MRA, Member States to the Sectoral MRA
shall, subject to Article 11, continue to accept the results of
conformity assessment procedures performed by that
Conformity Assessment Body prior to removal.

ARTICLE 9

VERIFICATION OF TECHNICAL COMPETENCE AND
COMPLIANCE

OF CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT BODIES

The Designating Bodies shall ensure that Conformity Assessment
Bodies identified by them will be available for verification of their
technical competence and compliance with applicable requirements
when required by the relevant Joint Sectoral Committee.

Any request for verification of technical competence or compliance of
the Conformity Assessment Body shall be justified in an objective and
rcasoned manner in writing to the ASEAN Secretariat, which shall
forward it to the relevant Joint Sectoral Committee for a decision.

Where the Joint Sectoral Committee decides that verification of
technical competence or compliance is required, it will be carried out
in a timely manner, jointly by all interested Member States to the
relevant Sectoral MRA, based on the procedures and criteria set forth
in the relevant Sectoral MRA and the provisions of Article 6 of this
Framework Agreement,

The result of this verification shall be discussed by the relevant Joint
Sectoral Committee with a view to resolving the issue as soon as
possible.

ARTICLE 10
MONITORING OF CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT BODIES

Designating Bodies shall ensure that Conformity Assessment Bodies
identified by them and listed in a Sectoral MRA are capable and
remain capable of properly assessing conformity of products or
processes, as applicable, and as covered in the applicable Sectoral
MRA. Designating Bodies shall maintain monitoring of such

Conformity Assessment Bodies listed in a Sectoral MRA by means of
regular audit or assessment.

Designating Bodies shall compare methods used to verify that the
Conformity Assessment Bodies listed by the Joint Sectoral Committee
comply with the relevant requirements of the Sectoral MRAs.

Designating Bodies shall consult as necessary with their counterparts
in other Member States to the Sectoral MRAs, to ensure the
maintenance of confidence in conformity assessment procedures. This
consultation may include joint participation in audits/inspections
related to conformity assessment activities or other assessments of
Conformity Assessment Bodies listed in a Sectoral MRA.

Designating Bodies shall consult, as necessary, with relevant
Regulatory Authorities to ensure that all technical requirements
identified in the relevant Sectoral MR As are satisfactorily addressed.

ARTICLE 11
PRESERVATION OF REGULATORY AUTHORITY

Nothing in this Framework Agreement shall be construed to limit the
authority of a Member State to determine, through its legislative,
regulatory and administrative measures, the level of protection it
considers appropriate for safety; for protection of human, animal, or
plant life or health; for the environment and for consumers.

Nothing in this Framework Agreement shall be construed to limit the
authority of a Regulatory Authority to take all appropriate and
immediate measures whenever it ascertains that a product may:

a)  compromise the health or safety of persons in its territory;

b) notmeet the legislative, regulatory, or administrative
provisions within the scope of the applicable Sectoral MRA ; or

¢) otherwise fail to satisfy a requirement within the scope of the
applicable Sectoral MRA.

If the Regulatory Authority takes such measures, it shall inform its
counterpart authority in the affected Member State and other Member
States to the relevant Sectoral MRA of such measures taken,
providing reasons, within a period of time defined in the relevant
Sectoral MRA.

ARTICLE 12
CONSULTATIONS AND SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Member States shall, at the written request of another Member State,
enter into consultations with a view to seeking a prompt, equitable
and mutually satisfactory solution, if that Member State considers
that:

a) an obligation under this Framework Agreement has not
been fuifilled, is not being fuifilled, or may not be fulfilled;
or

b) any objective of this Framework Agreement is not being
achieved or may be frustrated.

Any differences between Member States concerning the interpretation
or application of this Framework Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs
shall, as far as possible, be settled amicably between the Member
States concerned or within the relevant Joint Sectoral Committee if
applicable. If a settlement cannot be reached, thus, it shall be
subjected to the Dispute Settlement Mechanism of ASEAN in
accordance with the Protocol on Dispute Settlement Mechanism,
which was signed on 20 November 1996 in Manila, the Philippines.

ARTICLE 13
INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENTS

Progress of the implementation of this Framework Agreement shall be
reported to the AFTA Council through the Senior Economic Officials

Meeting (SEOM). The SEOM shall monitor all aspects relating to the
implementation of this Framework Agreement. The Joint Sectoral
Committees shall monitor all aspects relating to the implementation of
the relevant Sectoral MRAs.

The ASEAN Consultative Committee for Standards and Quality
(ACCSQ) and the ASEAN Secretariat shall provide the support for
coordinating and reviewing the implementation of this Framework
Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs and assist the SEOM and the Joint
Sectoral Committees in all matters relating thereto.

The ACCSQ shall be the forum for linkages with industries with
respect to the implementation of this Framework Agreement and the
Sectoral MRAs.

ARTICLE 14
TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE AND FUNDING

Member States shall, if requested, advise other Member States, and
shall grant them technical assistance on mutually agreed terms and
conditions, where applicable on building up and/or maintaining
technical competence of relevant Conformity Assessment Bodies in
their territories so that they can fulfil the obligations as specified in
the Sectoral MR As or participate in the Sectoral MRAs.

Member States which are members or participants of international or
regional systems for conformity assessment shall, if requested, advise
other Member States, and shall grant them technical assistance on
mutually agreed terms and conditions, where applicable regarding the
establishment of the institutions and legal framework which would
enable them to fulfil the obligations of membership or participation in
such systems,

Member States to a Sectoral MRA may engage the services of
Conformity Assessment Bodies of other Member States to undertake
the requisite conformity assessment activities, should they not have
their own facilities to do so.

Member States shall accord priority to funding for activities under this
Framework Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs. Expenses incurred as
a result of any activity undertaken by a Member State to fulfill the
objectives of this Framework Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs shall
be borne by the Member State concerned unless all Member States
decide otherwise.

ARTICLE 15
CONFIDENTIALITY

Member States shall maintain, to the extent permitted under its laws
and regulations, the confidentiality of information exchanged under
this Framework Agreement and the Sectoral MRAs.

Member States shall take all precautions reasonably necessary to
protect information exchanged under this Framework Agreement and
the Sectoral MRAs from unauthorized disclosure.

ARTICLE 16
ACCESSION OF NEW MEMBERS

New Members of ASEAN may accede to this Framework Agreement
through the signing and depositing of the instrument of accession to this
Framework Agreement with the Secretary-General of ASEAN, who shall
promptly furnish each Member State a certified copy thereof.

ARTICLE 17

RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS UNDER EXISTING
INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENTS OR CONVENTIONS

This Agreement or any actions taken thereto shall not affect the rights
and obligations of the contracting Member States under any existing
international agreements or conventions to which it is also a party.

ARTICLE 18
FINAL PROVISIONS

1. The provisions of this Framework Agreement may be reviewed or
amended by agreement of all Member States.

2. Member States shall undertake appropriate measures to fulfill the
agreed obligations arising from this Framework Agreement.

3. Member States shall make no reservations with respect to any of the
provisions of this Framework Agreement.

4, This Framework Agreement shall be deposited with the Secretary
General of ASEAN, who shall promptly furnish each Member State a
certified copy thereof.

5. This Framework Agreement shall enter into force upon deposit of
instruments of ratification or acceptance by all signatory Governments
with the Secretary- General of ASEAN.

IN WITNESS WHERE OF the undersigned, being duly authorized by their
respective Governments, have signed this ASEAN Framework Agreement on
Mutual Recognition Arrangements.

ASEAN AGREEMENT ON
THE MOVEMENT OF NATURAL PERSONS

The Governments of Brunei Darussalam, the Kingdom of
Cambodia, the Republic of Indonesia, Lao People's
Democratic Republic, Malaysia, the Republic of the Union of
Myanmar, the Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of
Singapore, the Kingdom of Thailand, and the Socialist
Republic of Viet Nam, Member States of the Association of
South East Asian Nations (“ASEAN"), hereinafter collectively
referred to as “Member States” or singularly as “Member
State”;

NOTING the mandate of the ASEAN Economic Community
Blueprint adopted at the 13" ASEAN Summit held on 20
November 2007 in Singapore that free flow of skilled labour
is one of the core elements of an ASEAN single market and
production base; which allows for managed mobility or
facilitated entry for the movement of natural persons
engaged in trade in goods, trade in services and investment,
according to the prevailing regulations of the receiving
country;

RECALLING the ASEAN Framework Agreement on
Services (“AFAS") signed by ASEAN Economic Ministers
(“AEM”) on 15 December 1995 in Bangkok, Thailand and its
subsequent Implementing Protocols, which lays the
foundation for elimination of restrictions to trade in services
amongst Member States in all modes of supply, including
mode 4 (Movement of Natural Persons);

DESIRING for an effective mechanism to further liberalise
and facilitate movement of natural persons towards free flow
of skilled labour in ASEAN through close cooperation among
related ASEAN bodies in the areas, including and not limited



to trade in goods, trade in services, investment, immigration,

and labour;

ALSO DESIRING to eliminate substantially all restrictions in
the temporary cross-border movement of natural persons

involved in

the provision of trade in goods, trade in services

and investment within the provisions of this Agreement;

HAVE AGREED as follows:

Article 1
Objectives

The objectives of this Agreement are to:

(a)

(b)

(c)

(d)

provide within the scope of this Agreement the
rights and obligations additional to those set out
in the ASEAN Framework Agreement on
Services and its Implementing Protocols in
relation to the movement of natural persons
between Member States;

facilitate the movement of natural persons
engaged in the conduct of trade’ in goods, trade
in services and investment between Member
States;

establish streamlined and transparent procedures
for applications for immigration formalities for the
temporary entry or temporary stay of natural
persons to whom this Agreement applies; and

protect the integrity of Member States’ borders
and protect the domestic labour force and
permanent employment in the territories of
Member States.



Article 2
Scope

This Agreement shall apply to measures affecting the
temporary entry or temporary stay of natural persons of
a Member State into the territory of another Member
State. Such natural persons may include:

(a) business visitors;
(b) intra-corporate transferees;
(c) contractual service suppliers;

(d) other categories as may be specified in the
Schedules of Commitments for the temporary
entry and temporary stay of natural persons of
the Member State.

This Agreement shall not apply to measures affecting
natural persons seeking access to the employment
market of another Member State, nor shall it apply to
measures regarding citizenship, residence or
employment on a permanent basis.

Nothing contained in this Agreement shall prevent a
Member State from applying measures to regulate the
entry into, or temporary stay, of natural persons of the
other Member State in its territory, including those
measures necessary to protect the integrity of its
territory and to ensure the orderly movement of natural
persons across its borders, provided that such
measures are not applied in a manner so as to nullify
or impair the benefits accruing to the other Member
State under the terms of a specific commitment.

The sole fact of requiring natural persons to meet visa
requirements prior to entry into the territory of a
Member State shall not be regarded as nullifying or
impairing benefits under this Agreement.



Article 3
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement, the following definitions

shall apply:

(@)

Business Visitor means a natural person
seeking to enter or stay in the territory of another
Member State temporarily, whose remuneration
and financial support for the duration of the visit
is derived from outside of that other Member
State;

(i)

(iii)

as a representative of a goods seller/service
supplier, for the purpose of negotiating the
sale of goods or supply of services or
entering into agreements to sell goods or
supply services for that goods seller/service
supplier, where such negotiations do not
involve direct sale of goods or supply of
services to the general public;

as an employee of a juridical person as
defined in subparagraphs e(i), e(ii) and e(iii)
of this Article only for the purpose of
establishing an investment or setting up a
commercial presence, for the juridical person
in the territory of another Member State;

for the purpose of participating in business
negotiations or meetings; or

(iv) for the purpose of establishing an investment

or setting up a commercial presence in the
territory of another Member State;

Contractual Service Supplier means a natural
person who is an employee of a juridical person



established in the territory of a Member State
which has no commercial presence in the
territory of the other Member State where the
services will be provided, who:

(i) enters the territory of that other Member
State temporarily in order to supply a service
pursuant to a contract(s) between his/her
employer and service consumer(s)’ in the
territory of the other Member State;

(ii) is either an executive, manager, or specialist
as defined in subparagraph e(i), e(ii) and e(iii)
of this Article, who receives remuneration
from his/her employer,

(iiiy must possess the appropriate educational
and professional qualifications relevant to the
service to be provided; and

(iv) as may be applicable, has been an
employee of the juridical person for a period
as may be specified in the Schedule of
Commitments;

(c) Granting Member State means a Member State
who receives an application for temporary entry
or temporary stay from a natural person of
another Member State who is covered by Article
2 (Scope);

(d) Immigration Formality means a visa, permit,
pass or other documents or electronic authority
granting a natural person of one Member State
the right to temporarily enter, stay, work, or to

establish commercial presence in the territory of
the granting Member State;

Intra—Corporate Transferee (ICT) means a
natural person who is an employee of a juridical
person established in the territory of a Member
State, who is transferred temporarily for the
supply of a service through commercial presence
(either through a representative office, branch,
subsidiary or affiliate) in the territory of another
Member State, and who has been an employee
of the juridical person for a period as may be
specified in the Schedule of Commitments , and
who is:

(i) an Executive: a natural person within the
organisation who primarily directs the
management of the organisation and
exercises wide latitude in decision making
and receives only general supervision or
direction from higher level executives, the
board of directors, or stockholders of the
business; an executive would not directly
perform tasks related to the actual provision
of the service or services of the organisation;

(i) a Manager: a natural person within the
organisation who primarily directs the
organisation/department/subdivision and
exercises supervisory and control functions
over other supervisory, managerial or
professional staff; does not include first line
supervisors unless employees supervised
are professionals; does not include
employees who primarily perform tasks
necessary for the provision of the service; or

(i) a Specialist: a natural person within the
organisation who possesses knowledge at



an advanced level of expertise essential to
the establishment/provision of the service
and/or possesses proprietary knowledge of
the organisation’s  service, research
equipment, techniques or management; may
include, but is not limited to, members of a
licensed profession;

(f)  Natural Person means a natural person who is a
national of a Member State?, in accordance with
its laws, regulations and national policies; and

(g) Temporary Entry or Temporary Stay means
entry into or stay by a natural person covered by
this Agreement, without the intent to establish
permanent residence.

Article 4
Grant of Temporary Entry or Temporary Stay

1 Each Member State shall, in accordance with that
Member State’s Schedule of Commitments in ANNEX
1, grant temporary entry or temporary stay in
accordance with this Agreement to natural persons of
another Member State provided those natural persons:

(a) follow prescribed application procedures for the
immigration formality sought; and

(b) meet all relevant eligibility requirements for
temporary entry or temporary stay of the granting
Member State.

2 In the case of Brunei Darussalam, Natural Persons also refer to
those who have the rights of permanent residence in its country in
accordance with its laws and regulations.



Any fees imposed in respect of the processing of an
immigration formality shall be reasonable and in
accordance with domestic law.

A Member State may deny temporary entry or
temporary stay to natural persons of another Member
State who do not comply with paragraphs 1(a) and 1(b)
of this Article.

Article 5
Processing of Applications

Where an application for an immigration formality is
required by a Member State, that Member State shall
promptly process complete applications for immigration
formalities or extensions received from natural persons
of another Member State covered by Article 2 (Scope).

Each Member State shall, upon request and within a
reasonable period after receiving a complete
application for an immigration formality from a natural
person of another Member State covered by Article 2
(Scope), notify the applicant of:

(a) the receipt of the application;

(b) the status of the application; and

(c) the decision concerning the application including,
if approved, the period of stay and other
conditions.

In the case of an incomplete application, at the request
of the applicant, the Member State shall notify the
applicant of all the additional information that is
required to complete the application and provide the
applicant with the opportunity to remedy deficiencies in
his/her application.



Article 6
Schedules of Commitments for

the Temporary Entry and Temporary Stay of Natural

Persons

Each Member State shall set out in ANNEX 1 a
schedule containing its commitments for the temporary
entry or temporary stay in its territory of natural
persons of other Member States covered in Article 2
(Scope). These Schedules shall specify the general
conditions  and limitations  governing  those
commitments, including the length of stay, for each
category of natural persons included in each Member
State’s Schedule of Commitments.

Upon entry into force of this Agreement, the Schedules
of Commitments as referred to in paragraph 1 of this
Article shall supersede commitments made under the
AFAS in relation to mode 4 (Movement of Natural
Persons).

Article 7
Further Liberalisation

Member States shall enter into discussion to review the
Schedules of Commitments under this Agreement with
a view to achieving further liberalisation on the
movement of natural persons. The initial discussion to
review the Schedules of Commitments shall take place
one year from entry into force of the Agreement.
Subsequent discussions shall take place at intervals to
be agreed by Member States.

The revisions of the Schedules of Commitments as a
result of the discussions referred to in paragraph 1 of
this Article shall be incorporated into this Agreement,
subject to paragraphs 2, 3, 4 and 5 of Article 15
(Revisions, Modifications and Amendments).



Article 8
Transparency

Each Member State shall:

(@)

(c)

publish or otherwise make publicly available
explanatory material on all relevant immigration
formalities which pertain to or affect the operation
of this Agreement;

maintain or establish contact points or other
mechanisms to respond to inquiries from
interested persons regarding regulations affecting
the temporary entry or temporary stay of natural
persons;

to the extent possible, allow reasonable time
between publication of new regulations affecting
the temporary entry or temporary stay of natural
persons and their effective date. Such publication
may be made electronically available;

no later than six month after entry into force of
this Agreement publish, such as on |its
immigration website, or otherwise make publicly
available in its own territory and to persons in the
territory of the other Member States, the general
requirements for temporary entry or temporary
stay under this Agreement, including explanatory
material and relevant forms and documents that
will enable natural persons of other Member
States to become acquainted with those
requirements; and

upon modifying or amending any immigration

measure that affects the temporary entry or
temporary stay of natural persons, ensure that

the information published or otherwise made
available pursuant to subparagraph (d) of this
Article is updated as soon as possible within 90
days.

Article 9
General Exceptions

Subject to the requirement that such measures are not
applied in a manner which would constitute a means of
arbitrary or unjustifiable discrimination between countries
where like conditions prevail, or a disguised restriction on the
movement of natural persons, nothing in this Agreement
shall be construed to prevent the adoption or enforcement by
any Member State of measures:

necessary to protect public morals or to maintain '
public order;’

necessary to protect human, animal or plant life
or health;

necessary to secure compliance with laws or
regulations which are not inconsistent with the
provisions of this Agreement including those
relating to:

(i) the prevention of deceptive and fraudulent
practices or to deal with the effects of a
default on services contracts;

(ii) the protection of the privacy of individuals in
relation to the processing and dissemination

® The public order exception may be invoked only where a genuine and
sufficiently serious threat is posed to one of the fundamental interests

of society.

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of personal data and the protection of
confidentiality of individual records and
accounts;

(iii) safety.

Article 10
Security Exceptions

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed:

(@)

(c)

to require any Member State to furnish any
information, the disclosure of which it considers
contrary to its essential security interests; or

to prevent any Member State from taking any
action which it considers necessary for the
protection of its essential security interests:

(i)

(ii)

relating to the supply of services as carried
out directly or indirectly for the purpose of
provisioning a military establishment;

relating to fissionable and fusionable
materials or the materials from which they
are derived,

(iii) taken in time of war or other emergency in

international relations; or

to prevent any Member State from taking any
action in pursuance of its obligations under the
United Nations Charter for the maintenance of
international peace and security.

The AEM shall be informed to the fullest extent

possible of measures taken under paragraphs 1(b) and
1(c) of this Article and of their termination.

Article 11
Dispute Settlement

Member States shall endeavour to settle any
differences arising out of the implementation of this
Agreement through consultations.

A Member State shall not recourse to the ASEAN
Protocol on Enhanced Dispute Settlement Mechanism,
signed on 29 November 2004 in Vientiane, Lao PDR
and amendments thereto, regarding a refusal to grant
temporary entry or temporary stay under this
Agreement unless:

(a) the matter involves a pattern of practice on the
part of the granting Member State; and

(b) the natural persons affected have exhausted all
available domestic remedies regarding this
particular matter.

Article 12
Relation with ASEAN Comprehensive Investment
Agreement

This Agreement does not apply to measures adopted
or maintained by each Member State to the extent that
they are covered by the ASEAN Comprehensive
Investment Agreement (“ACIA”).

Notwithstanding paragraph 1 of this Article, this
Agreement shall apply, mutatis mutandis, to measures
adopted or maintained under Article 22 of the ACIA
(Entry, Temporary Stay and Work of Investors and Key
Personnel) affecting the movement of natural persons
of a Member State in the territory of any one of the
other Member States.

For greater certainty, Section B (Investment Dispute
Between an Investor and a Member State) of the ACIA
shall not apply to this Agreement.

Article 13
Recognition

A Member State, by agreement or arrangement with
another Member State, may recognise the education or
experience obtained, requirements met, licenses or
certifications granted in the other Member State for the
purposes of the fulfilment, in whole or in part, of its
standards or criteria for authorisation, licensing and
certification of service suppliers of the other Member
State and subject to the requirements of paragraph 3 of
this Article.

Where a Member State recognises, by agreement or
arrangement with a non-Member State or unilaterally
whether in favour of another Member State or a non-
Member State, the education or experience obtained,
requirements met, licenses or certifications granted in
the other Member State or non-Member State, the
Member State shall afford adequate opportunity for any
other Member State to demonstrate that education,
experience, licenses, or certifications obtained or
requirements met in the territory of that Member State
should be recognised.

A Member State shall not accord recognition in a
manner which would constitute a means of
discrimination against another Member State in the
application of its standards or criteria for the
authorisation, licensing or certification of service
suppliers, or a disguised restriction on trade in services.
Where appropriate, recognition should be based on
multilaterally agreed criteria.

Each Member State shall encourage competent bodies
in its territory to enter into cooperation, agreement or
arrangement, multilaterally or bilaterally, on recognition
of professional:

(a) qualification requirements;

(b) qualification procedures; and

(c) licensing, certification or registration
requirements and procedures.

Article 14
Institutional Mechanism

The AEM shall be responsible for the implementation
of this Agreement.

The AEM shall coordinate and oversee the
implementation of this Agreement across Member
States and across related ASEAN bodies.

The ASEAN Coordinating Committee on Services
(“CCS”) and, for the purposes of this Agreement, other
relevant government officials shall assist the AEM in
implementing this Agreement.

In the fulfilment of its functions, the AEM may establish
subsidiary bodies and assign them to
perform/undertake/accomplish  certain  tasks  or
delegate its responsibilities to any subsidiary bodies.

Article 15
Revisions, Modifications and Amendments
Any Member State may request in writing a revision,

modification, or amendment of all or any part of this
Agreement.

The provisions of this Agreement may only be revised,
modified or amended when mutually agreed upon in
writing by the Governments of all Member States.

Any revision, modification, or amendment agreed to
and in writing shall form an integral part of this
Agreement.

Such revision, modification, or amendment shall come
into force on such date as may be determined by all
Member States.

Any revision, modification, or amendment shall not
prejudice the rights and obligations arising from or
based on this Agreement prior or up to the date of such
revision, modification, or amendment.

Article 16
Entry into Force

This Agreement shall enter into force after all Member
States have notified or, where necessary, deposited
instruments of ratification with the Secretary-General of
ASEAN , which shall not take more than 180 days after
the signing of this Agreement.

The Secretary-General of ASEAN shall promptly notify
all Member States of the notifications or deposit of
each instrument of ratification referred to in paragraph
1 of this Article.

Article 17
Depositary

This Agreement shall be deposited with the ASEAN
Secretary-General, who shall promptly furnish a certified
copy thereof to each Member State.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly
authorised by their respective Governments, have signed the
ASEAN Agreement on Movement of Natural Persons.
