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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study are to study experience, sense of community and
engagement of participants on events and to study the correlation between
experience, sense of community and engagement. The study population was 201
participants who ever joined event; was selected by using the nonprobability
sampling method. The instrument for data collection was a questionnaire. Statistics
used to data analysis were frequency, mean, percentage, standard deviation,
Pearson’s Correlation and Multiple Regression-Enter. The result found that
participants perceived experience, sense of community and engagement toward
events in middle-level. The experience, sense of community and engagement
toward events were related with all significant at 0.001 level. Moreover, direct
influence from experience leads to engagement’s level is lower than indirect
influence which can be explained that experience toward sense of community
create more impact on engagement. However, experience, sense of community and

engagement are the key factors which lead to event engagement.
