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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to: 1) Find the effect of familiarity toward
purchase decision intention on fat metabolism of consumers in Bangkok. 2) Find the
effect of trust toward purchase decision intention on fat metabolism of consumers in
Bangkok, and 3) find the effect of health values toward purchase decision intention
on fat metabolism of consumers in Bangkok. This study is a survey research.
Population for this study are consumers in Bangkok both consumed and non-
consumed fat-burning dietary supplements. The research collected the data from
sample by using a self-administered questionnaire and use Cronbach’s alpha analysis
test to confirm the reliability and the result degree of reliability is 0.937.

The statistics used for analyzing data includes frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation and multiple regression analysis.

The results found that the effect of trust toward Intention of purchase
decision on Fat Metabolism average level is very high, health values toward Intention
of Purchase Decision on Fat Metabolism average level is very high and familiarity
toward Intention of Purchase Decision on Fat Metabolism average was moderate.
The effect of familiarity, trust and health values toward Intention of purchase
decision on fat metabolism of consumers are significance at the level of .05.

The most influential variables were trust, values and familiarity.
